
The Pulaski Brownfields  

Redevelopment Project  

EPA has selected the Town of Pulaski for 

a brownfields assessment grant from the 

American Recovery and Reinvestment Act 

of 2009.  

The Town of Pulaski is dotted with areas 

where commercial and industrial activities 

have occurred and are now no longer in 

use.  

 

These properties can be eyesores and 

potential threats to public health. 

Brownfields represent lost tax revenues 

and depress property values. 

 

The funds will initiate efforts to assess, 

and ultimately, remediate and redevelop 

abandoned or underutilized industrial/

commercial properties identified as 

brownfields and help return them to 

productive community use. 

History 

November 2008 A brownfields assessment grant 

application submitted by the Town to the Environmental 

Protection Agency. 

August 2009 Town of Pulaski awarded $200,000 for 

Brownfields Assessment. 

September 2009 Town Council approved acquisition of 

funds.   

November 2009 Town contracts Draper Aden 

Associates to perform environmental assessments.  

March 2010 First informational session and progress 

report presented to community. 

April 2010 Initial site inventory process completed. 

Inventory will be updated throughout the project life. 

May 2010 EPA approval to initiate ESAs for two sites 

received. Phase I ESA started for first site. 

June 2010 EPA approval to initiate ESA for one 

additional site received. Phase I ESA started for a 

second site. 

July 2010 Phase I ESA completed for first site. Phase I 

ESA substantially complete for second site. Phase II 

ESAs in approval phase for both sites. Quality 

Assurance Project Plan submitted to EPA. 

August 2010 Phase I ESAs completed for two sites. 

Third Phase I ESA in approval phase. 

September 2010 Third Phase I ESA approval received 

from EPA. 

October 2010 Phase I ESA initiated on third Town site. 



Project Overview  

Before a brownfield site can be developed, an 

environmental site assessment (ESA) must be 

completed to determine the extent of environmental 

issues. If the ESA shows that environmental hazards 

are present, then site remediation or management of 

contaminants is required before the proposed 

development can take place. If no remediation is 

necessary, then redevelopment activity can begin. 

 

This project will help to gain a better understanding of 

the real conditions of selected sites in Pulaski. It can 

dispel false perceptions or proactively begin beneficial 

re-use of the underutilized property. 

 

The many goals that can be achieved through 

brownfields redevelopment include: revitalization of 

neighborhoods, increased property tax revenues, 

economic growth through reinvestment, utilization of 

existing water, sewer and road infrastructure, greater 

employment opportunities, reduced environmental 

threats and an enhanced quality of life. 

What is a Brownfield?  
 

A brownfield is defined by the EPA as real 

property, the expansion, redevelopment, or 

reuse of which may be complicated by the 

presence  or potential presence  of a 

hazardous substance, pollutant, or 

contamination.
